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KEY POINTS

‘Project owners shall compensate project affected
people for their lost rights to use land and for their lost
assets (structures, crops, trees and other fixed asets)
affected in full or in part, at replacement costs.”

(PM Decree 192, Article 6, Par 1)

*Assessment of compensation for affected fruit/nut
trees shall be based on average annuval value of
the produce multiplied by the number of remaining
produc tive years... For standing timber trees,
the Project shall re-establish a plantation at a new site,
where applicable, and provide additional compensation
to cover the cost of weeding and other plantation
mammtenance E‘.’:tl‘Iu"lT!IE'.'E".ﬂ.1

*Prior to the commencement of project construction,
APs shall be fully compensated and resettled and
rehabilitation measures shall be in place, although not
necessarily completed yet.”

(PM Decree 192, Anticle 6, Section 10)

*APs whose land or incomes are temporarily affected
by Project activities are eligible for compensation for
the opportunity cost of the loss for the duration of the
period of impairment.”

Villagers amd stakeholders have a right to receive
the following in formation from the project:

+ Objective and plan for the project:

» Compensation rates: 1) how much will be paid for
cach tree; 2) how much will be paid forcach arca
of annual crop; 3) how much will be paid for cach
square meter of rice paddy land; 4) how much will
be paid for other improved land; 5) how much will
be paid for other lost asseis?

« Compensation time-table; when will the project
provide compensation for villagers?

» Cut-off date: when is the last date to file for
compensation of assets?

= Compensation Form: how will compensation be

paid {cash, check, bank account ransfer,other)?

» Listofimpacted people and planned compensation.

The praject shonld disseminate this information through
the following mechanisms:

* Mass media (radio, public address announements)

= Commumty Mectings

= Village sign boards

= Should be in a form villagers can understand.

‘Project owners shall make concerted cfforts for an
effective public dissemination of information about.. .the
compensation package. . .through newspapers, radio, TV
or public mectings...’

PROCESS

How will compensation be colculared and paid rfo
villugers?

*Before provision of compensation, project owners shall
¢stablish a joint committee, with representatives from all
stakcholders, to assess the loss to APs (Affected Peoples)’
(FM Decree 192, Artiele 6, Par 9, Land Law, Article 72)

"APs who eleet to self-relocate will receive full
compensation at replacement cost in cash for their lost
assets plus additional allowances for transportation and
for reestablishment at their chosen relocation site.”
{(Implementing Regulations 2432, Article 22, Section §)

*The payment shall be made at public places on
assigned date and time. The compensation payment
exercise shall be winessed by local awthonues and
representatives of APs, local non-benefit organizations
and mass organizations’

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PARTICIPATION

What apporiunities do villagers  have to participate
in determining compensation plans and values?

* Determining values of assets;

= Measuring number of assets per houschold:

» Give recommendations on the final compensation
plan;

= Monitor and follow-up on the compensation plan
implementation.

Project owner must ¢nsure that impacted people have
the opportunity to participate when c¢valuating and
calculating compensation values and plans.

Aftected people should be able o access and comment
on draft compensation plans before they are finalized,
and must see the final copics.
